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P R E F A C E  

THE area explored by Mr. George Forrest during his 1917-19 

expedition included certain parts of N.W. Yunnan, S.E. Tibet, and 

S.W. Szechuan. His collection for those three years consists of 

5735 numbers, of which a large proportion is represented by the genus 

Rhododendron. The present catalogue is an enumeration of all 

the plants collected, including Rhododendron. The collection was 

made during the latter part of the European War, and some con­

signments of the dried material were lost in transit through hostile 

submarines. Fortunately duplicates were retained in West China 

in the majority of cases, and forwarded after the conclusion of peace. 

In some few cases no material was available. These instances are 

marked by an asterisk after the number. As seeds of these numbers 

were in most instances collected, the details of the field-notes have 

not been omitted, as it is possible that plants under these numbers 

are in cultivation. 

The majority of the specimens were collected within the confines 

of Yunnan; the remainder in those regions of Szechuan and S.E. 

Tibet which border 011 N.W. Yunnan. The areas lie between lat. 

240 35' N. and 28° 48' N. and between long. 97° 35' E. and 101° 6' E. 

This fourth expedition supplements the work carried through 

on previous journeys, and extends the area botanically explored 

further west, east, and north. On the west Mr. Forrest went beyond 

the Salween-Kiuchiang divide, while on the north he extended his 

survey along the same divide, as well as along the Mekong-Salween 

divide. Considerable collections were made in the Salween Valley 

up to lat. 28° 48' N. 

The Royal Botanic Garden, Edinburgh, owes the possession of 

this valuable collection to the generosity of Mr. J. C. Williams, 

Caerhays Castle, Cornwall, The Royal Horticultural Society, and the 

other members of the Syndicate who financed the expedition.
