This new Wendlandia belongs to the somewhat aberrant small group
to which I gave the name Montigenae. Closely allied to W. longidens
Hutch. and to W. subalpina W.W. Sm., it differs from both in habit ;
in flower characters it is also very distinct, as the accompanying drawing
shows. It is very interesting to discover a new species in this series,
and to Dr. Merrill of the New York Botanical Garden, after whom the
plant is named, I am greatly indebted for sending me the herbarium
specimens.
