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A revisionary study of Streptocarpus has necessitated  the naming of some 

plants previously  undescribed. The names  are published  here so  that they 

may be taken into current use: the plants will be discussed at greater length 

in the full  revision of  the genus which, it  is hoped, will  appear in  the near 

future.
