THE TURKISH AND CAUCASIAN COLLECTIONS OF
C. KOCH II: CAUCASIA

ABSTRACT. An account is given of the itineraries of C. K och in Caucasia and SE Europe in
1836-37 and 1843-44. The regional names and geographical features used by C. Koch in
his various accounts of the flora of SW Asia are explained.

This paper deals with the travels of C. Koch in Caucasia and SE Europe;
it complements an earlier contribution (Edmondson & Lack, 1977) which
dealt primarily with Koch’s Turkish collections and gave much of the
background of his work in the Orient together with a detailed list of
references. Works cited there have not been included in the selected
bibliography of this paper.

Koch collected in Caucasia on both of his expeditions: on his first expedition
in 1836-37 in W Caucasia and on his second expedition in 1844 in E Caucasia.
Smaller gatherings in SE Europe were made in 1836 on his journey between
Moscow and Stavropol, in 1843 on his journey down the River Danube, and
in 1844 in the Crimea.

Without doubt, Caucasia was Koch’s main collecting area: in all he stayed
there for 26 months, compared to about four months in Turkey and two
months in SE Europe. However, the number of plants gathered in Caucasia
is relatively small in comparison to those collected during Koch’s much
shorter stay in Turkey. This was due to the fact that Koch was unable to
collect during a considerable part of his stay in Caucasia since he spent two
winters there, suffered from much ill-health and furthermore in 1844 was
prevented from continuing his collecting tours by uprisings of E Caucasian
tribes.

Koch, who described more than 500 new species from SW Asia, must be
regarded as an important early contributor to the knowledge of the
Caucasian flora; Russian esteem for his travels, e.g. ‘one of the most
important . . . expeditions [in Caucasia],’” (Lipsky, 1899) is particularly high
and well reflected by the listing of nearly all of Koch’s pertinent publications
(including rarissima) in Russian reference books (e.g. v. Trautvetter, 1880).
The importance of Koch’s maps for the geobotanical exploration of Caucasia
has been recently discussed by Sosnovsky (1963). His work on the oriental
flora is commemorated in a number of specific epithets, e.g., Crepis kochiana
Boiss., Lactuca kochiana Beauv., Ranunculus kochii Ledeb., Salvia kochiana
Kze., all described from SW Asia.

Koch collected not only in Anatolia (Edmondson & Lack, 1977) and
Caucasia, but over the whole length of his travels which included a trip along
the Danube and three journeys in Russia. This is reflected by the description
of a few new species from Romania and Bulgaria in the ‘Beitrige’ (C. Koch,
1848-1851), e.g. Stachys sideritidoides C. Koch, Linnaea 21:692. All localities
in Caucasia, Russia and the Balkans visited by Koch on his two expeditions
in 1836-1838 and 1843-1844 are therefore included, with the exception of
those visited on his return journey from Tiflis via Odessa to St Petersburg in
the winter of 1837/38.

The following alphabetical list was extracted from Koch’s travel
descriptions (C. Koch 1842-43, 1846b-1847, 1851b, 1854, 1855). Running
numbers enable a quick localization on the accompanying maps (figs. 1 & 2);
larger towns and important localities named on the map are capitalized in
the list and not given numbers. Nearly all localities have been traced from
Koch’s invaluable 1:1m map (1850). Modern equivalents of Koch’s names
are given in brackets; throughout the paper these follow the Times Atlas of
the World, Comprehensive Edition (1968) and the Gazeteer of the U.S. Board
on Geographic Names (1959, 1970) for their spelling. Dates on which the
localities were visited are given and in a few cases collecting numbers from
labels of specimens surviving at Hb.B are available and are given in square
brackets. Unnumbered localities from Caucasia lie in N Ciscaucasia outside
the coverage of fig. 2.

For convenience the list is divided into two parts: a, localities in Caucasia;
and b, localities in Russia and the Balkans.

The following abbreviations are used: G. Gross; K. Krepost, Kale(h),
Castle; KI. Klein; M. Mittel; P. Poststation; S. Stanitze, Station.

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APPENDIX 1
THE PLACE NAMES USED BY KOCH IN LINNAEA

Although Koch gives precise details of collection site and date on his field
labels (Edmoudson & Lack, 1977), he only rarely used these data i in his
accounts in Linnaea. Tnstead he often indicated the pro of asp
in more general terms—e.g. ‘in Mingrelia’, ‘in tractu Schuragel’, im Gau
Abotz’.

A list of these place names has been prepared from Koch’s contributions
to Linnaea, comprising all names used except those from outside Turkey,
Caucasia and SE Europe. Although some of them are mentioned in Koch’s
introductions to the ‘Catalogus’ (Koch, 1841:243-246) and ‘Beitrige’ (Koch,
1848 289-354), many of these terms can be localized only with the help of
Koch’s own maps. Taken in conjunction with Koch’s itinerary (see gazetteer
and maps), a more accurate picture can be gained of the likely provenance of
the great majority of Koch’s new taxa. This list contains a small number of
localities visited not by Koch but by other collectors (see Edmondson & Lack,
1977, p- 328).

The list is divided into two parts: (a) an index of all regional names, except
those based directly on localities listed in the present gazetteer or in the
gazetteer of Turkish localities published earlier (Edmondson & Lack, 1977);
and (b) an index to other geographical features (e.g. rivers, mountains, etc.).
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Besides the standard Flora Europaea abbreviations, the following contractions
are used: Ar. Armeniya, Armenian SSR; Az. Azerbaidzhan, Azerbaijan
SSR; Ci. Ciscaucasia, asiatic area N of main Caucasus range belonging to the
RFSFR (border with Europe defined as on map III of Flora Europaea); Gz.
Gruziya, Georgian SSR; Ir. Iran; Tu. Turkey (+ grid square and province,
as cited in Flora of Turkey). Regional names shown on fig. 2 are capitalized.
Doubtful names are denoted by a question mark.
