ABSTRACT.  This  part  of  the  catalogue  evalutes  the  species  described  by  Leveille  in  the 

following  families:  Pontederiaceae,  Commelinaceae,  Juncaceae,  Typhaceae,  Araceae, 
Alismataceae and Naiadaceae.
